About the 2012 Arctic Winter Games (2012 AWG)
From March 4th to March 10th 2012, Whitehorse will host the Arctic Winter Games.
The Arctic Winter Games is the world’s largest northern multi-sport and cultural event. The Games include the participation of teams from Alaska, Yukon, Northwest Territories, Alberta North, Nunavut, Greenland, Yamal (Russia), Nunavik-Quebec and Sapmi (indigenous peoples of Norway, Sweden and Finland) will participate.

The cultural festival of the 2012 AWG will be a celebration of northern culture featuring youth, community and professional artists from the circumpolar north who will gather for learning, collaboration and presentation to an audience comprised of Yukon residents, athletes and their supporters, and visitors to the Games.
